Support for Young Carers is now being provided by a 
new Young Carers team within Hertfordshire County 
Council, following the end of the young carer contract 
with Carers in Hertfordshire.  
 
This includes assessments, help with managing caring 
responsibilities, regular reviews, ensuring the voices 
of young carers inform the support they receive, and 
support in preparing for adulthood.  
 
The registration process for young carers is now via a 
new Young Carers webpage.  This new webpage has 
been developed in collaboration with young carers 
and their families and includes information about the 
support available, team contact details, and ‘a Day in 
the Life of’ form to register a young carer online so 
that they can get the support they need.  
 
Hertfordshire County Council has contacted all 
registered young carers directly to welcome them, 
provide updated contact information, details on how 
to access support, and a link to the new webpage.
